Adding Calculated values

1. Open Report Designer in the Reporting Center and Create a Custom Report

2. Select the “Script” tab at the bottom of the designer.

3. Select “ActiveReport” from the Object dropdown and “DataInitialize” from the Event dropdown.
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This will either create the Sub signature in the script or place the cursor in the signature if it exists.  Either way, there will be a section in the script that starts like this:

4. Add this line of code:
rpt.Fields.Add({ConcatFieldName}) 
where “{ConcatFieldName} ” is the name of you want to reference the field by.  I.E.
rpt.Fields.Add("ManModelDesc")

' Ada the field to the list of data Fields
rpt.Fields. Add("Nanliode1Desc")

End sub




5. Select “ActiveReport” from the Object dropdown and “FetchData” from the Event dropdown.
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This will either create the function signature in the script or place the cursor in the signature if it exists.  Either way, there will be a section in the script that starts like this:

6. If the script method is newly created, add the following Code (Available in the example):

In the case of the example, we are concatenating the Manufacturer, Model, and Client Description into one value.  The list of available Properties on an Item object can be found here: Report Utilities API.

If the method already exists in the script (likely of the user is basing the report on a Proposal variant), then only the line where the newly added fields value is set.

7. Select the Designer Tab at the bottom of the Window.
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8. Add a TextBox control to the report:
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9. Set the “DataField” property to the name of the newly added field to the report.  In the case of the example, it is “ManModelDesc”
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10. Save, publish, run report:
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Note in the snapshot of the demo report, the three fields are added separately and then shown  together based on the newly added field.
